Think of questions at two basic levels.  Cognitively low questions are simple recall from information we have been taught.  Cognitively challenging questions requires an individual to apply information to be able to use thinking and reasoning skills.

e "If you were able to change the ending in the
story, what would you do?”

e "How does the main character change
throughout the story?”

e "What would you have done if you had to
solve the problem the main character had?”

e “WWhy do you think the main character acted
that way?”

Here are some fun questions you may ask your child about the books they are reading.  First of all, they will become excited that you are providing an interest in what they are reading.  Then, by explaining their thoughts, they will become more engaged in the activity of being “lost in the book.”
